Parents are indispensable to the growth of faith in children. No program can replace the consistent 
modeling of the life of faith and prayer in the family. “What religious traditions were part of your 
family when you were growing up? Which will you want to keep? How will you blend traditions from 
each of your families? What traditions do you think you might want to change or create new 
altogether? Who are the significant people who have influenced your faith over the years? What can 
you begin to do now so that your child will develop strong bonds within this church community?” 
 

SUNDAY EUCHARIST - Sunday Liturgy is a ritual deed. As we know the definition of “ritual” is 1) we 
do by heart and 2) no audience. So in order to have Liturgy we need to participate. As we participate 
we learn the responses by heart and we learn when to sit and stand. During Liturgy we are changed 
- little by little to put on Christ. When we do Liturgy, Liturgy does us not by sitting and not 
participating but by being fully involved. 
 

Liturgy is also a meal. We would not skip meals on a regular basis and we should not skip Liturgy. 
Neither would we sit at the dinner table and read a book or play with toys and not participate in the 
meal until dessert. Once one begins Faith Formation either here on Sunday or at school in first 
grade it is time to begin to actively participate. To sing, listen to Scripture and the homily, pray for 
those less fortunate, be attentive to the Eucharistic prayer and join with others to process to 
Communion helps us little by little to put on Christ.

FAMILY PARTIC IPATION 

Preschool: Young Children and Worship uses interactive storytelling of selected Scripture passages, along 
with hands on activities and sharing in a special snack to draw children into an experience of God in 

community.   

 

Grades K - 5: The Call to Faith series uses a proven three step catechetical process — 

Invite, Explore, Celebrate — to fully engage children in reflecting  upon, learning 

about, and living their faith.  
 

Grades 6 - 8: The EDGE program from Life Teen invites youth into a life-transforming 
relationship-based catechetical process that honors their needs, questions and gifts. 

 

Adults: Living Catholic in a Challenging World will provide helpful resources to parents and elders for 
supporting children’s formal catechesis and nurturing their own walk in faith. 

 

Sacramental Preparation: Sessions for eligible children and their parents will be held on Sunday mornings in 

preparation for First Reconciliation and First Eucharist., following the catechumenal model of our Church’s 

process of initiation. Dates will be announced.
